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A message
from the Chair

It has been an interesting season
from a dry spring to wet early Summer
and no Autumn or Winter rain.

Milk prices have been strong over the past 12 months,
but as we go into 2024/25 it will be more challenging. As
always, I'm confident we will find a way to make it work.

This year production in SA has been stable up around
2.5 per cent on last year and the South-east continues
to make up around 65 per cent of the state’s milk. Dairy
closures have been minimal as we remain at around 170
farms across SA.

Effluent Management has become a hot topic in SA

over the last 12 months. It is an important issue that
requires our focus to protect the environment through
our management practices and ensure the sustainability
and reputation of the dairy industry. DairySA has
focused on providing information to farmers to help
navigate through this issue which has included resources,
conference presentations and two well attended
workshops. These interactions between farmers and the
EPA have taken some of the heat out of the issue but we
need to recognize that some farmers are still in a very
challenging place.

We have continued to deliver Our Farm Our Plan with

a highlight being 30 young farmers participating in a
2-day retreat at McLaren Vale to delve deeper into their
career aspirations. Other young farmer activities this year
also included quiz nights and guest speakers and we

are looking at some exciting new initiatives in this area
next year. Planning for The Irish Study Tour in 2025 is well
underway, and we look forward to where that goes.

Health and Wellbeing continues to be an ongoing priority
with ladies' lunches, health checks at conferences, guest
speakers, end of year farmer catch up and farmer access
to a counselling service. We thank the South Australian
Industry Fund for supporting this initiative.

DairySA continues to work with other industry partners at
a local and national level. These ongoing relationships
extend our core funding to be able to deliver services for
South Australian dairy farmers.

In 2023/24 we have held both central conference and
planned for Dairy Innovation Day on 2 July. In 2025 we
will begin doing one conference per year alternating

between the Central Conference and Innovation Day.

Interestingly | have been contacted by a number of
farmers concerned about doing only one conference a
year so we may need to revisit that.

Chairs Council has become a more productive vehicle
over the last 12 months and has just been given the

final report from Battisons Consulting redefining the
relationship between RDP's and Dairy Australia (DA). We
look forward to seeing where that all lands with SAina
strong position as we test a new way of working with DA
through the RDP evolution pilot.

At the Board level we are saying goodbye to our
Executive Officer and Regional Manager Melissa Hunter.
Mel has been a true asset to the Board as Executive
Officer and to me personally in keeping me organized.
She has made the Chairs job a lot easier because of her
diligence and hard work. So, thank you Mel.

The Regional Managers role will be worked through with
Dairy Australia over the coming months as to what that
looks like.

No doubt there will be a lot of
work to do to redefine who we are and what we deliver
that is valuable to SA dairy farmers. | have full confidence
that as we work through this, we will be excited by what
we can achieve.

The industry produced 484.1 million litres of milk from
around 170 dairy (cow) farms during 2023/24, an increase
of 1.6 per cent on 2022/23 production. During 2023/24
cow dairy farm numbers decreased by 6.5 per cent,

from 182 at 30 June 2023 to 170 as at 30 June 2024.

In South Australia, 11 per cent of farms have 100 or less
milking cows, 66 per cent have between 101 and 500
cows, 19 per cent have between 501 and 1000 cows,

and 4 per cent have a herd size greater than 1,000.

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What we do

A snapshot

2023/24 saw DairySA deliver 35 research,
development and extension activities
that engaged over 733 dairy farmers,
service providers and industry members.

Dairy Discussion group meetings were held with groups
encompassing Myponga, Mount Torrens, Mount Jagged,
and Barossa Mid-north.

A highlight of the year was the Young Dairy Network
Retreat at McLaren Vale. 30 young farmers came
together to set goals and plan for their future and
enjoyed a team building session of high ropes at Kuitpo
Forrest. Other Young Dairy Network events included quiz
nights in both Adelaide and Mount Gambier.

We continued to focus on people in dairy with sessions
led by Alberta Badu Yeboah with special guests Nollaig
Heffernan, Chas Cini, Jennie Corkhill and Safework

SA. Topics included Cultural Awareness, Farm Safety,
Addressing Language and Literacy On Farm, and Conflict
Management.

Dairy careers were promoted at Careers Expos in Mount
Gambier, Murray Bridge, Adelaide, Urrbrae, Mount
Compass and Yankalilla.

As part of the wellbeing program, we had 100 women
attend the Annual Ladies Lunches - two fabulous days
where the participants enjoyed lunch and a ‘paint and
sip’ with dairy themed artwork created.

Health checks were undertaken by Your Health Navigator
at the Central Conference. Health and wellbeing speaker
Tim Jarvis also spoke at the Conference about his
experience in Antarctica and the importance of high
functioning teams to support each other. End of year
functions were held in the South-east, Barossa, Victor
Harbour, Wellington and Mount Torrens.

Other programs included: Feeding Pastures for Profit, Top
Fodder, Biosecurity and Animal Health Workshops.

Our funding

In 2023/24 Dairy Australia allocated $430,000 in funding
to DairySA for core funding and program delivery in South
Australia. DairySA continued to work with partners to
develop and deliver programs to maximise investment
into the dairy industry in South Australia. An additional
$386,600 in external funding was leveraged. The DairySA
Board continued to support investment into programs
such as Farm Business Management (Our Farm our Plan
and Dairy Farm Monitor), Health and Wellbeing and
Conferences.

Qualified Audit Opinion

We have audited the accompanying financial report, being a special purpose financial
report, of Dairy SA Regional Development Program Inc. (the Association), which
comprises the balance sheet as at 30 June 2024, income and expenditure statement for
the year then ended, notes comprising a summary of significant accounting policies and
the certification by the members of the Board on the annual statements presenting fairly
the financial position and performance of the Association.

In our opinion, with the exception of the matters described in the Basis for Qualified
Opinion section, the accompanying financial report of the Association presents fairly, in
all material respects, the financial position of the Association as at 30 June 2024, and its
financial performance for the year then ended in accordance with the accounting
policies described in Note 1 to the financial statements and the requirements of the
Associations Incorporation Act SA 1985.

Basis for Qualified Audit Opinion

The Association has recorded $220,000 of income, which is included as part of Project
Funds in the income and expenditure statement. We were unable to obtain sufficient
appropriate audit evidence by way of signed and executed funding agreement
documentation between the Association and provider of the project funds.
Consequently, we were unable to determine whether any adjustments were necessary
in respect of the Association Project Funds income and associated assets.

We conducted our audit in accordance with Australian Auditing Standards. Our
responsibilities under those standards are further described in the Auditor’s
Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial Report section of our report. We are
independent of the Association in accordance with the ethical requirements of the
Accounting Professional and Ethical Standards Board’s APES 110 Code of Ethics for
Professional Accountants (including Independence Standards) (the Code) that are
relevant to our audit of the financial report in Australia, and we have fulfilled our other
ethical responsibilities in accordance with the Code.

We believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to
provide a basis for our opinion.

Emphasis of Matter - Basis of Accounting and Restriction on Distribution and Use

Without modifying our opinion, we draw attention to Note 1 to the financial statements,
which describes the basis of accounting. The financial report is a special purpose
financial report that has been prepared to assist the Association to meet the
requirements of the Associations Incorporation Act SA 1985. As a result, the financial
report may not be suitable for another purpose. Our report is intended solely for the
Association and should not be distributed to or used by parties other than the
Association. Our opinion is not modified in respect of this matter.



Responsibility of the Board for the Financial Report

The Board are responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of the financial report, and have determined that
the basis of preparation described in Note 1 is appropriate to meet the requirements of the Associations Incorporation
Act SA 1985 and is appropriate to meet the needs of the members. The Board’s responsibility also includes such internal
control as the Board determines is necessary to enable the preparation and fair presentation of a financial report that is
free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.
