## Milk price is current announced total package and inclusive of productivity and quality.  
Harvest completed 1506 silage rolls made compared to 1130 last year. Feed budget indicates the need for purchased hay unlikely. Production is up by 13%YTD on last year or 9,869kgMS. The five week spring joining started 10 November. Silage feeding likely to start in 7-10 days. Financial forecast for 2015/16 indicates feed costs will reduce from $3.50/kgMS in 2014/15 to $2.93/kgMS and EBIT from $1.49/kgMS to $1.37/kgMS despite a reduction in milk price of $0.68/kgMS.
